Customers are required  
	 to 	contact Allied Waste at least two weeks 		
	 in advance by calling (650) 756-1130  
	 to schedule an appointment for a  
	 personalized collection day.

	 •	 We will collect up to 12 32-gallon sized 		
		  trash bags or bundles that do not exceed 	
			  2-cubic yards (an amount that will fill  
		  six 96-gallon carts).
	 •	 All trash must be bagged, bundled, boxed  
		  or containerized (except large bulky items), 	
		  and must not weigh more than 60 lbs. each.
	 •	 You may place 2 large items not exceeding  
		  200 lbs. each
	 •	 If you have large items such as furniture, 
		  appliances, sofa beds, etc. please indicate 	
		  this when scheduling your appointment 		
		  as Allied Waste will send a special truck  
		  to accommodate this load.
	 •	 Please have items set out by 4:00 a.m. on 	
		  your prescheduled day
